Your PC may require more resources to properly execute the course, de-
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the course will execute properly on every PC which meets these minimum 
requirements.  

How can I tell if my computer is USB 2.0 compliant? 

 
To check your computer for high speed USB 2.0 support, do the following: 
 

1. Click Start á Control Panel á System.  
2. On the System Properties dialogue box click  

Hardware á Device Manager.  
3. On the Device Manager Dialogue box click the "+" for Universal 

Serial Bus controllers.  
 

 
4. If you see a listed item as "USB Enhanced Host Controller"  or  

similar phrase which uses "Enhanced", then you have high speed 
USB 2.0 technology on that computer. This is the connection you 
will want to use for the plugging in the 8130-3 Training Course 
memory stick.  Note that some PCs have a mixture of USB 2.0 and 
1.1 ports, so be sure to check this carefully.

Plug the provided USB flash drive into an active USB 2.0 connector on your 
computer. The autorun function stored on the stick should cause the  
training program to run automatically, depending on your operating  
system and its settings (some systems have this OS feature disabled by 
choice).  
 
If the program does not start automatically, explore the drive, and double 
qzwqy }| £vs twzs |o{srH  ºF?A>-Ab¡ow|w|u<s§s»: ¦vwqv w¢ z}qo£sr w| £vs ¡}}£ 
directory, which will cause the application (course) to begin executing.
